January 12, 2015  
Call to Order – Kris Moses called the meeting to order on January 12, 2015 at 6:59 pm.
Secretary Report – Amy Philp explained that the December minutes were prepared, but not posted for the month for all to review.  They will be posted soon for all to review.  Question was asked: Would the December minutes be then sent out to the email boosters?  Yes.  The band boosters’ minutes are available on the band web site of www.marysvillebands.org. Treasurer’s Report – Nora Paonessa presented the December 2014 saving accounts, general checking accounts, student accounts, and the winter guard accounts.  Without any questions a motion was made to accept the reports as presented by Ken Steele and seconded by Kristen Braun.  Motion carried.  
Old Business 
1. Bingo Report – Steve Wassom/Nora Paonessa presented the bingo reports for December.  Bingo is played every Sunday at the Knights of Columbus Hall on Range Road.    
2. Bingo Concession Report – Nora Paonessa presented the bingo concession reports for December.  The bingo concession account help pay for band expenses and bingo workers stipend. 
3. Scrip – Nora Paonessa gave the scrip report for December.  Scrip is available every Monday at the Marysville Library from 5:30 to 6:30 for ordering or delivery.  For a complete listing of scrip cards visit the website of www.glscrip.com or scrip orders may also be emailed to MARYSVILLEBANDSCRIP@yahoo.com.  Linda told the boosters that she had cash and carry available after the meeting.  
4. Meijer Community Fundraiser-   Kris Moses explained the Meijer Community Fundraiser; a silent fundraiser for just shopping at Meijer.  If you use a Meijer credit card 1% of the sale goes to the band.  If you purchase with cash and show your card ½% of the sale goes to the band.  When you fill out a Meijer credit card application, use the Regiment code of 456638 when filling out the application.  Kris Moses had fliers available on the program.  Kris told us also, we can sign up online for the program.  Tina Lundin explained she has had difficulty signing up for the community card that is not a credit card.  She explained she has tried a few times.  Linda Lau said she has had trouble also.  Kris Moses said she would look into the problem for the next meeting. 
5. Gordon Food Service Fun Funds – Kris Moses explained this fundraiser.  Sign up and use the Marysville Band Booster code of 2135893 and the band will receive credit for the sale.  Depending on the amount of credit the Boosters receives for the quarter, will decide the amount of profit given back to the band.  Purchase scrip for further benefits.  Kris had fliers available explaining the program.  Easy money for just shopping and showing your Gordon’s card.  Boosters could combine their purchase with the scrip card purchase for additional benefit.
6. Goodsearch.com- Nora Paonessa explained the program for www.goodsearch.com and www.goodshop.com .    Use www.goodsearch.com for your search engine and the band receives a penny for every search.  Use www.goodshop.com for your shopping and the band will receive a percentage of your purchases. Use Marysville Viking Regiment on the tool bar.  Nora explained she is still looking for someone to take over this program for her.
7. Winter Color Guard Report – Carrie Comstock gave us an update on the Winter Guard.  Field day was Saturday and it went very well.  Both guards competed.  January 31st in West Bloomfield is the next competition.  January 31 is also high school solo and ensemble day; some conflicts could arise.
8. Student Accounts – Linda Sikora told the boosters that the student account statements were available at the Christmas concerts.  Any remaining statement Mr. Duso passed out to students in class.  
9. Wally’s Supermarket – Nora Paonessa told the boosters that we did have the Wally Supermarket fundraiser in December.  Only 8 boosters shopped during our dates, but Wally donated $32. 
10. Merchandise – Amy Philp updated the boosters that the mugs originally planned to have available for the Christmas concerts were delayed.  We will have the thermos mugs available at a later time.  The plan is to have a thermos blue mug and lid with the Marysville Bands logo in white on the outside.   The plan is to have them available at concerts for $10.  
11. Discount Cards – Kris explained that all discount cards are sold out.  Plan to up the number of cards next year possibly by 100.  Thank you Diane Sylvia for heading up this fundraiser.  Rochelle Fischer suggested we have the cards or a booth preselling the cards at the spaghetti dinner. Details would need to be worked out concerning student credit.  Mr. Duso explained that this fundraiser is difficult for the junior high students to understand how this sale works.  
12. Ford Field Dinner – Kris Moses thanked all who were involved in the celebration dinner.  Thank you for the donations, set-up or clean-up for the activity.  It was a wonderful time.
New Business

1. Trash Bag Fundraiser – Amy Philp told the boosters that we will once again be selling the trash bags.  The dates have been moved.  The thought is that maybe the timing is poor for a successful sale.  The sale does not cost the boosters, but we would like to have more students take advantage of earning for their student accounts.  We will try April 27 thru May 10 for the sale with May 28th as a pick up.  This will be right after the geranium sale.  We will also be able to remind parents at the booster meeting and at the geranium pick up about the trash bag sale.  
2. Geranium Sale – Michelle Hoffman said she will be calling about the flower prices for this year.  Kristen Sawdon has volunteered to co-chair with Michelle Hoffman.  Jen Basy has volunteered to be an assistant.  This will be the last geranium sale before the upcoming Disney Tour 2016.  Volunteers will be needed on delivery day.  
3. Bowling Fundraiser – Steve Wassom told the boosters that the bowling fundraiser will be on May 1st at Port Huron Lanes.  Same $20 per person for adults and kids.  Start organizing your teams.  No more than 5 on a team.  More details to follow.  
Band Director’s Report 
1. Solo and Ensemble for the high school is January 31, 2015.  We have 91 events from Marysville playing at Rochester High School.  The middle school students will have their own solo and ensemble later in the spring.  
2. Disney Tour 2016 – Many details are still being worked out.  March 29, 2016 will be the date to leave after school.  If we go by bus the price will be approximately $950 or flying the price will be approximately $1300.  Return date April 4, 2016 which will be during spring break.  Mr. Duso is considering Disney and Universal parks both.  The students do want to keep the Disney clinic.  Mr. Duso plans to come up with three plans to submit to the travel companies.  He will need approximately 20 chaperones because he is planning on 170 students.  Chaperones do not oversee their own child.
3. Band Camp 2015 – Looking for camp chaperones.  Camp 1st week of August 2 – 8, in Clarkston.  Question:  If you chaperone what is the cost?  Disney cost is the same as the students.  Band camp the cost is cheaper.  Marching show for 2015 – Faces of Clowns.
4. Junior high concert festival is March 7, 2015 at Port Huron High School.  Seventh grade will be early morning and the eighth grade will be in the afternoon.
5. High school concert festival is March 14 at Anchor Bay High School.  

6. Band Awards will be on Friday May 29th.
